For men:  new/gently used, clean, smoke free business 

clothing to include suits, shirts, ties (on hangers pre-

ferred).  For women:  new/gently used, clean, smoke free 

business clothing to include suits, dresses, jackets, slacks, 

skirts and tops (on hangers preferred).
